CrediaBank “Shipping Financier of the Year” at the Lloyd’s List Greek Shipping Awards

With a portfolio exceeding $430 million, CrediaBank is becoming a preferred partner in the shipping industry

CrediaBank was honored for the first time with the “Shipping Financier of the Year” award at the Lloyd’s List Greek Shipping Awards, thanks to the expansion of its shipping portfolio, which today exceeds $430 million in approved financings, with current disbursed balances surpassing $315 million and more than 40 mortgaged vessels.

CrediaBank’s shipping portfolio has been strategically structured, fully aligned with European standards, ensuring a balanced diversification across dry and wet cargo vessels, passenger ships (Ro/Pax), port service support vessels, as well as companies active in ship repair and the manufacturing of marine equipment.

The “Shipping Financier of the Year” distinction at the Lloyd’s List Greek Shipping Awards adds to the significant recognitions CrediaBank has already received since mid-2023, when it established its Shipping Finance Division. According to a recent Petrofin study (05/25), the Bank ranked 1st among 30 Greek and international banks active in financing Greek shipping, achieving the highest annual portfolio growth at 173.7%. Furthermore, according to the same study, CrediaBank, at the end of 2024, ranked 1st among Greek banks and 3rd internationally in terms of Sustainability-Linked Loans (SLLs), with 12% of its shipping portfolio consisting of such financings; today this percentage has risen to 39%, confirming the Bank’s steady commitment to sustainable and environmentally responsible maritime finance.

Thanks to the significant experience of its executives, its knowledge of the shipping market, and its responsiveness, the Bank is building daily relationships of trust with its clients and has now become a partner of choice for many major groups in the shipping industry.

The Award Ceremony was attended by CrediaBank CEO Ms. Eleni Vrettou, members of the Board of Directors, and senior management, while the award was received by the Head of Shipping Banking, Mr. Konstantinos Oikonomou. 
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
